- Provide URLs: add “Online [Accessed Day Month Year]” followed by the URL as hyperlink on a new line.
- Add a period “” at the end of the reference before the DOI or before the text “Online ..."” for a URL.
- In addition, use a period “” only for abbreviations: first names, Vol., Proc., Int. Conf., Symp., pp.
- Don’t use italic or bold text formats.
- Don'’t type the title in “quotation marks”.
